“JUNETEENTH NATIONAL FREEDOM DAY” IN THE CITY OF POMONA 
 

WHEREAS, Juneteenth commemorates June 19, 1865, the day when enslaved African Americans 

in Galveston, Texas, were informed of their freedom—more than two years after the signing of 

the Emancipation Proclamation; and 

 

WHEREAS, Juneteenth represents a defining moment in American history and a continued 

reminder of the struggles, sacrifices, and triumphs of African Americans in their pursuit of 

freedom, dignity, and equality; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Pomona proudly joins the nation in observing the 160th Anniversary of 

Juneteenth, honoring the strength and resilience of generations past and present; and 

 

WHEREAS, this year’s theme, "Together We Ride the Wave of Freedom to Liberty," symbolizes
